Attendance

Students must attend a minimum of 80% of their classes
otherwise they may lose their place on the course. No refunds will
be given and where applicable the Home Office will be informed.
Any student who does not meet this will not receive an end of
course certificate of attendance. It is the responsibility of students
to inform reception of all illness and absence.

Accommodation

Accommodation is subject to availability. Other accommodation
options may be available on request; please contact us for more
details.

Cancellation before arrival
